Ideas & Values: communication, honesty, illusion
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Content Steps
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What to Do





Introductory Step 


Identify ideas and values. Discuss. 


Provide background information. 





Inspectional Reading


Identify important vocabulary. Highlight words, phrases, and sentences of import and interest. Use context clues to clarify meaning of unfamiliar words.


Mark structural features of text. Number paragraphs.





Analytical Reading


Read for meaning, grasping big ideas. Read story silently and individually. Then read aloud as group. 





What to Do


Describe ideal dialogue. Note purpose for this practice.





Review role of facilitator and expectations for participants (norms, goals, ground rules).





Make and take suggestions for group process goal. Reach consensus and display goal.





View list of personal participation goals. Individually select and record goal.











What to Do


Reflect on personal goal. Record self-assessment of performance.





Reflect on group process goal. Discuss/assess group dialogue.





Discuss group process goal of next seminar. Make note for future reference.

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What to Do





Writing Activity


Present task. Model how to trace developments in story with graphic organizer. Ask participants to respond to question below and then use graphic organizer to outline a narrative (factual or fictional).


Can you recall a time when you tricked someone? Describe.


Support generative process.


Perform steps of generative process.


Plan. Reflect on seminar discussion and personal experiences. If no relevant personal experiences spring to mind, brainstorm.


Create. Complete graphic organizer, adding factual or fictional events to move narrative.


Revise, if necessary.


Display.

Identify main ideas from text.





Which character do you find most amusing? (round-robin response)


Why? (spontaneous discussion)








Core Questions 


Analyze textual details.





What were some of the things the swindlers did to trick the emperor and his subjects?





Why were the swindlers successful?





How is the little child different from the other characters in the story?














Closing Question 


Personalize and apply ideas.





What are some lessons the author could have been trying to teach us?
