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Content Steps
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What to Do





Introductory Step 


Identify ideas and values. Discuss. 


Perform initial inspection. Examine painting, displayed in room and online.


Provide background information. 





Inspectional Reading


Identify important vocabulary. Post and review relevant vocabulary on Word Wall (see Karales Plan). Correlate art terms and geometry terms:  points, lines, planes, spatial relationships. Distribute wallpaper samples and allow participants to create paper sculpture/origami geometric solids (box, cylinder, pyramid, etc.).


Mark structural features of text. 





Analytical Reading


Begin to analyze details. Obtain copy of print and tracing paper. Place tracing paper over copy and find center by drawing vertical and horizontal axes. Trace dominant lines and shapes. Finally, complete geometric design that is partially depicted. Insert lines and angles.





What to Do


Describe ideal dialogue. Note purpose for this practice.





Review role of facilitator and expectations for participants (norms, goals, ground rules).





Make and take suggestions for group process goal. Reach consensus and display goal.





View list of personal participation goals. Individually select and record goal.











What to Do


Reflect on personal goal. Record self-assessment of performance.





Reflect on group process goal. Discuss/assess group dialogue.





Discuss group process goal of next seminar. Make note for future reference.
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What to Do





Writing or Drawing Activity


Present tasks. Ask participants to select one of the following activities:


Select a person in the painting and write his journal entry for this day. Perform research, if necessary.


Create a symmetrically-balanced collage that focuses on a current social issue.  


Create a drawing emphasizing geometric composition of pure forms: curves, verticals and horizontals, and diagonals.  


Support generative process.


Perform steps of generative process.


Plan.


Create.


Revise, if necessary.


Display.
